One of the finest trailing junipers having a 
uniform, full centered growth habit with 
intense silver-blue evergreen foliage. 
Excellent for large scale groundcovers or 
cascading over walls. 

 

 

 

 

 

Reaches only 6 inches tall; quickly spreading 6-8 feet wide.

Water deeply, regularly during first growing season to establish an 
extensive root system; once established, water occasionally; more in 
extreme heat. 
 

 
 
 

 
 

• Do provide adequate drainage 
and avoid “clay bowls” that are 
notorious for holding water and 
predisposing plants to the 
compost heap. 
 

• Don’t plant in too shady of a site; 
this juniper will withstand hot 
afternoon sun, limited drought 
and is known to have good salt 
tolerance. 

• Do use sharp, clean tools when 
pruning; ragged stems and 
foliage from dull tools leaves 
your plants open to various pest 
and disease. 

• Don’t over water once 
established. 
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
