Sugar maples are a Midwest native loved for their exceptional
fall color ranging from brilliant yellow, burnt-orange to red. In
summer, its lustrous foliage provides excellent shade, making it
a great choice for parks, golf courses, and home landscapes
where its roots can spread. This cultivar is narrow and more
columnar than the species. Fall color is yellow-orange to red.

Reaches 30 feet tall; 10 feet wide.
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Low trickle base to the root zone every other day for the first 2 weeks.
